Respecting this conception, the National Child Protection Authority has been able to initiate a
number of special programmes during this year to safeguard the children of the country.

Of them, the analysis of complaints received by the 1929 child line depicted that the forms of
child abuse taking place in the country show regional contradistinctions. This observation
drove us to expand our awareness programmes. Further, we were able to prepare a new
recruitment scheme to recruit officers for the Divisional Secretariats to work towards
minimizing cases of child abuse.

Workshops were conducted to educate the media on proper reporting of cases of child abuse
in a manner that does not disclose the identity of the victimized child before the public.

As per the provisions of the Tsunami (Special Provisions) Act No. 16 of 2005, provision of
foster guardianship and welfare to the children who lost their parents or guardians in the
Tsunami disaster was expedited during this year.

We were also successful in taking necessary measures to reintegrate victims of child abuse.
Marching a step forth in this process, this year marked the introduction of the mental state
report and checklist of the victimized children to the Psychosocial Unit of the Authority.

Introduction

It is said that humanity of a civilization exists in its supreme status in a society where women
and children are respected and well look after. Especially the children, who constitute a major
portion of a nation’s pride and glory, should grow up in a society which is free from all forms
of abuse. The eventual outcome of failing to provide them with such an environment would
even be the birth of a future generation possessing weak and frail qualities in terms of
personality. Therefore, it is needless to say, that our prime duty is to bring up our children
with love, affection as well as protection they are yearning for. Amongst such measures,
special attention has to be paid to ensure the protection of children and their rights.
Accordingly, the United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child was passed as a
universal declaration, on 20" November 1989, owing to the convergence of a spectrum of
organizations and states to protect the rights of children. This convention which consists of
54 sections sets forth the rights which all children are universally entitled to without any
discrimination, and the obligations of states in relation to the enforcement of those rights.
Meanwhile, studies on the current social status relating to child rights revealed that the use of
children in armed struggles, child labour, child trafficking, child prostitution and the use of
the children in pornography severely affect the development of children. This resulted in
statutes relating to the prevention of children being used in armed struggles, child trafficking,
child prostitution and the prevention of the use of children in pornography being incorporated

in the convention in 2000.

Adhering to this global accord, Sri Lanka too signed and ratified the United Nations
Convention on the Rights of children in 1991. Accordingly, a Presidential Task Force was
appointed in December 1996 to recommend measures to protect the Rights of Children in Sri
Lanka. Having reviewed the local context, the said Task Force recommended the need to
establish a State institution with authority to minimize child abuse, according to which the
National Child Protection Authority was established under the National Child Protection Act
No. 50 of 1998. Since its inception, the National Child Protection Authority has been
committed to preventing child abuse, taking necessary measures when cases of child abuse

are reported and reintegrating victimized children in society.

As per the powers vested in it by the National Child Protection Act No. 50 of 1998, the
Authority has been working hitherto, round the clock, towards the protection of children. The

Tsunami (Special Provisions) Act No. 16 of 2005 has endowed the Authority with additional



powers to work towards the wellbeing of the children victimized by the Tsunami that hit the
island on 26™ December 2004.

Furthermore, under the provisions of the Prevention of the Domestic Violence Act No. 324 of
2005, the Authority can intervene as a third party when an incident of a child being subjected

to domestic violence is reported.

The ‘1929’ child line, which was set up in the National Child Protection Authority premises
on 22" July 2010, resulted in cases of child abuse being reported immediately and formally.
This hotline became a very significant juncture in the child protection system in Sri Lanka
which found its way into the rest of the South Asian region as a very important child
protection tool. Many a child abuse cases, hitherto remained unknown in the society, started
surfacing with its establishment. As of today, cases of child abuse from all districts of the
country are reported through this child line, and counseling services in relation to such
incidents are provided consequently. Now, it is a success, this child line is becoming rapidly

popular among the masses.
Functions of the National Child Protection Authority

e Advising the government in the formulation of a national policy on the prevention of
child abuse, and ensuring the protection and treatment of children who are victims of such
abuse.

e Advising the government on precautions for the prevention of child abuse.
e Advising the government on measures for safeguarding the victims of such abuse.

e Enhancing social awareness about the rights of the child to be protected from abuse, and
the means of preventing child abuse.

e Taking all such measures necessary for the prevention child abuse, and for safeguarding
the victims of such abuse, by consulting the relevant ministries, provincial councils, local
authorities, district and divisional secretaries, public and private sector organizations
whenever necessary.

e Recommending legal, administrative or other reforms required for the effective
implementation of the national policy for the prevention of child abuse.

e Monitoring the implementation of laws pertaining to all forms of child abuse.

e Monitoring the progress of all investigations and criminal proceedings relating to child
abuse.

e Recommend measures to address the humanitarian concerns, and the protection of
children affected by the armed conflict, with special emphasis on their mental and
physical well-being, as well as their social reintegration.



Take appropriate steps, where necessary, for ensuring the safety and protection of the
children who have been the subjects of criminal investigations and criminal proceedings.

Responding to public complaints relating to child abuse, and directing such complaints to
the appropriate authorities where necessary.

Advising and assisting Provincial Councils, local authorities, and Non Government
Organizations to co-ordinate campaigns against child abuse.

Developing and maintaining a national data base on child abuse.

Supervising and monitoring, in consultation with the relevant ministries and other
authorities, all religious and charitable institutions which provide child care services.

Conducting, promoting, and coordinating research in regarding child abuse and child
protection.

Providing information to the public, and educating them about the safety of children, as
well as safeguarding child rights.

Engaging in dialogue with all parties related to tourism with a view to minimize the
possibilities of child abuse.

Organizing and facilitating workshops, seminars and discussions, relating to child abuse.

Liaising and exchanging information with foreign governments and international
organizations, with respect to detection and prevention of all forms of abuse.

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Activities

It is the responsibility of us all, as a nation, to ensure that our children enjoy their childhood in
a secure environment to be good citizens in the future. Arising from this thinking, the National
Child Protection Authority implemented a host of programmes, in the year 2012, with a view
to protecting the rights of children, developing them physically and mentally, preventing them
from being abused, and treating abused children. The following are the key achievements of

the year.

1929 Child Line Sri Lanka

The 24 hour Child Line which was initiated in the National Child Protection Authority in 2010,
addressing one of the foremost requirements in the field of child protection, played a cardinal
role in ensuring the protection of children in 2012 as well.

This child line which functions as the foremost mechanism of receiving and responding
promptly to complaints of child abuse, received 41,212 calls in 2012, and out of them 6,493
were complaints of child abuse and related issues.

Since this line was established with the objective of responding to incidents of child abuse in a
child-friendly, speedy and efficient manner, any child or adult can access it, and provide
information. It is worth stating that this service has also obtained the life membership of the

International Child Help line.

This line, which is currently receiving complaints from children, parents and other citizens
from all over the country, has also been able to unearth significant number of hitherto
unsurfaced incidents of child abuse. The complaints received by the National Child Protection
Authority through 1929 child line are referred to the relevant police stations, as the necessity
yearns. Thereafter the police stations are instructed to initiate investigations with regard to

those complaints immediately, and report their progress to the Authority within 48 hours.

In addition to dealing with cases of abuse, this line also co-ordinates the provision of

psychosocial assistance to the children who are in need of.



Children’s Homes Monitoring Programmes

The care-giving institutions for children run by religious and charitable organizations under
section 14(1) of the National Child Protection Act No. 50 of 1998 are being monitored and
regulated by the National Child Protection Authority, ensuring the wellbeing of the

institutional children.

This programme commenced gathering information about all children’s homes run by religious
and charitable organizations islandwide, through the co-ordination of the Child Protection
Officers and Psychosocial Officers of the National Child Protection Authority. Then a
comprehensive study was conducted, concentrating on the physical and mental health,
sanitation, education and safety of those institutionalized children, employing a multi-sectorial
committee related to child protection. The programme saw the use of psychosocial activities
for children and gave an opportunity for children to express themselves. Covering up 307
children’s homes, in 2012, the monitoring activities were conducted in all districts of the
country. The objective of this programme was to ensure the well-being of the institutionalized

children with regard to the accepted standards.

Establishment of Child Protection Committees in Schools (Suraekum

Pawwa)

Child Protection Committees were established in schools with the intention of eliminating all

forms of child abuse within and outside the school, and creating a child-friendly environment

within the school premises. To be more precise, it was intended to safeguard children from

ubiquitous abuse. The ultimate goal of the project was bringing up a generation of children

with balanced personality.

Its objectives can be more specifically stated as follows:

Protecting children from all forms of abuses.

Identifying with utmost secrecy, children in school, if any, who have been subjected to
various forms of abuses, and informing the National Child Protection Authority with a
view to ensuring their safety, enabling them to take necessary action to institute legal
proceedings.

Identifying educationally stagnant children at classroom level, and ascertaining
underlying socio-economic factors and their family background, in order to provide the
required counseling, follow-up and to make necessary referrals to address the
insufficiency of resources.

Helping the differently able children with special mental or physical needs.

Implementing creative and therapeutic programmes that help in reducing mental stress of
children.

Providing the children with opportunities to express their feelings of thrill and mourn.
Promoting correlation among children, parents and teachers.

Listening to children.

Offering frequent services and coordination of the National Child Protection Authority
for the protection of children.

Preventing school children being lured into smoking, consuming narcotics including
liquor, and sexual abuse as well as all other forms of misconduct.

Making children realize their responsibility towards disciplined behavior, and positively

moulding their personality.



12. Creating a disciplined child-friendly school environment.

13. Molding future citizens with balanced personality.

A significant characteristic of this concept is the placing of a “Smile & Tear Box™ in the school
premises. This helps to understand the mental state of the children by giving them an
opportunity to pen their opinion and problems, if any, and drop a suitable note in it.
Accordingly, children get an avenue to express themselves freely, and find effective solutions

to their problems in a confidential and efficient manner.

As the inaugural phase towards the establishment of School Child Protection Committees,
eight preliminary discussions were held, in 2012, with the participation of education authorities
in the provinces of Western, Central, Southern, Northern, North Central, North Western,
Sabaragamuwa and Uva, in order to raise awareness on the circular No. 17 of 2011 of the
Ministry of Education. As the second phase of the programme, 910 principals of schools in the
Ratnapura and Kegalle districts were educated. The third phase was conducting awareness

programmes to educate counseling teachers.

Raising Awareness among the Members of Local Civil Organizations

The National Child Protection Authority has implemented programmes at village level, with
the aim of enhancing awareness of the members representing civil organizations islandwide,
enlightening them on the responsibility of the community in safeguarding the younger
generation from all forms of abuse, and endowing them with knowledge, attitudes and skills.
The objective of the National Child Protection Authority in implementing these programmes
was to empower the members of Samurdhi Associations, Women’s Societies, Death Donation
and Welfare Societies that function at village level in order to minimize the instances of child
abuse that can take place in villages.

Raising Awareness among Police Officers

In the case of an instance of child abuse, it is essential that the victimized child be provided
with the necessary legal support by properly implementing the relevant laws. In this regard,
the Department of Police has to play a very important role. It is also essential that a child-
friendly methodology is adopted, so that the privacy of the child is protected throughout the
process of serving justice that commences with the preliminary recording of the statements of
the child. This motive can be achieved with the support of the police officers working at each

of the police stations located island wide.

Having identified the significance of this task, the National Child Protection Authority, has
employed a serial of programmes in order to raise awareness among the police officers. The
key intention of conducting these programmes was to edify the police officers on the
approaches of performing their duties with regard to abused children, and those who are
vulnerable to abuse. Updating their knowledge about new amendments to the relevant laws
was also an intention achieved through these programmes. During the year 2012, it is recorded

that, around 3,947 police officers have participated in these programmes.

Raising Awareness among Student Teachers of National Colleges of

Education

Realizing the significant role played by teachers in safeguarding children, programmes were

conducted to raise the awareness among student teachers studying at National Colleges of

Education, whose expectation is to become teachers in the future. Concentrating on the

following areas, it was expected to create a teacher community that is more conscientious and

sensitive to children, by imparting adequate knowledge and skills in different areas related to

the protection of children:

e ldentifying the legal background of child rights, and child abuse.

e ldentifying the responsibility and the role of the teacher in safeguarding the children, and
the actions that should be taken against instances of child abuse.

e ldentifying the steps that can be taken to prevent instances of child abuse.

¢ Identifying the National Child Protection Unit and its role.

e Identifying the mentality of children, and the steps that can be taken to shape the
behaviours of children without inflicting corporal punishment.

e Identifying the children who have been subjected to child abuse, and those who are

vulnerable for the risk of been abused.

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Raising Awareness among School Development Societies

This programme was initiated, sometimes back, with the objective of educating teachers and
parents on their responsibility towards producing a generation that is well protected and safe
from all forms of abuse by developing their knowledge, skills and attitudes. In year 2012, also,
such programmes were conducted in order to enhance the awareness of parents and teachers

regarding child related issues.

Raising Awareness among Parents

It is needless to elaborate the fact that the family plays a very important role in working
towards the protection, development and wellbeing of the child. In that regard, the role of the
father and mother become more prominent. Apart from providing the children with basic needs
like food, clothes, and education, it is, indeed, the responsibility of the parents to take measures
to protect their children from abuse. It is very essential that every parent is thoroughly aware of
what is meant by child abuse, how action should be taken in the case of an instance of child

abuse, and who should be informed of when an instance of child abuse is heard of.

Parents can do a major contribution to the creation of a generation of children with balanced
personality by paying special attention to their children. In order to educate parents in this
regard, the National Child Protection Authority implemented awareness programmes to
develop their knowledge about the protection of children. Such programmes were conducted

for around 20,150 parents during the year 2012.

Raising Awareness among Children

It is true that ensuring the safety of children is the main responsibility of parents. Still,
children, too, have the responsibility of taking care of themselves for the sake of their own
safety. A child may become the victim of ubiquitous physical, mental or sexual abuse at any
time. Every child should be aware of the means of avoiding and defending the self from such
abuse, as well as the actions that should be taken in the case of a friend is subjected to such
abuse. This knowledge was imparted, in the year 2012, to around 60,000 children through

these programmes.

Raising Awareness among Youths

As obtaining the co-operation of various representations of social strata is regarded as an
effective measure in preventing child abuse, this programme has been implemented focusing
on small groups of youths. The programme was launched with a view to taking measures at

village level itself to minimize the instances of child abuse by imparting the required
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knowledge, proper attitudes and skills to the young participants. Striving to enlighten them on
preventing child abuse with the expectation of obtaining their co-operation in that regard, they
were convinced of child protection as a duty that should be performed by them. It is recorded
that around 492 youths have participated in these programmes during the year 2012.

Raising Awareness among Community Groups

The role of a proper “social security mechanism” intended to protect the rights of children and
to prevent them from being abused, is of grave importance. Such social security mechanisms
were present in the communities of by gone days, but, unfortunately these mehanisms are
drifting apart in the modern society. In this context, programmes have been launched to raise
awareness among members of various community groups with a view to developing
knowledge, attitudes and skills for preventing children from all forms of abuses, by bringing all
communities of the society together to act within the social security mechanism. This

programme catered around 13,752 people during the year 2012.

Raising Awareness among Various Professionals

This programme has been implemented with the objective of raising awareness among the
professionals who closely interact with children, expecting them to provide their service to
children more effectively in a child-friendly approach. Thus, the ways of protecting children,
protecting the rights of children and preventing all forms child abuses were the areas
elaborated with special emphasis. These programmes catered around 13,314 persons engaged

in various professions during year 2012.

Enhancing the skills of Health Professionals

This programme was implemented with the objective of moulding health professionals who are
more sensitive to different areas related to the protection of children with a view to providing
children with a more child-friendly service. Furthermore, it is expected through these
programmes to encourage these professionals to make the necessary intervention at community

level in order to prevent the children from being abused.

During the year 2012, awareness programmes were conducted for 59 medical officers who
were following the postgraduate degrees at the Postgraduate Institute of Medicine educating
them about the role of the National Child Protection Authority, laws related to child abuse and
preventive measures that can be taken against child abuse. Moreover, a programme was

conducted for 48 student nurses at Mulleriyawa Nurses Training School in ensuring the
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provision of a child-friendly service by educating them on the protection of children and child
abuse. Programmes were also conducted centering on the regional basis, targeting Family
Health Officers (Midwives) and Public Health Inspectors, who have constant interaction with
children at the ground level. In the year 2012, these programmes were conducted for the
Family Health Officers (Midwives) and 188 Public Health Inspectors in the Nuwaraeliya,

Kandy, Puttalam and Hambantota Districts.

Media Sensitizing Workshops on Child Protection

The National Child Protection Authority monitors 09 newspapers each on weekdays, 12
Sunday newspapers and 06 websites. Thereby, the National Child Protection Authority has
identified that the media can play a significant role in preventing child abuse as well as
preventing children from becoming secondary victims. Especially, in these programmes, the
media personnel were instructed on the ways of employing media to convey positive messages
to the society regarding the prevention of child abuse. Further, awareness was raised on proper
media reporting by pointing out the existing shortcomings through the monitoring of media. A
manual containing guidelines on the proper use of media for the protection of children was also

distributed during these programmes.
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National Day on Violence against Children

Hon. (Mrs.) Sumedha Jayasena, the then Minister of Child Development and Women’s Affairs,
declared 04™ January of every year the National Day on Violence against Children through
gazette extraordinary No0.1581/21 of 26.12.2008 of the Democratic Socialist Republic of Sri
Lanka.

At the function held to celebrate the National Day on Violence against Children in 2012, the
National Child Protection Authority stepped forth the initial leap of its island wide campaign of
a pledge for the protection of children, with the objective of protecting them from abuse and
assault, in the mean time of protecting and promoting all their rights as per the United Nations
Convention on the Right of the Child.

This was started by the His Excellency Mahinda Rajapaksa been first signatory. The

programme was successfully conducted in 24 districts in the year 2012.

National Day against Child Labour

The annual celebrations of the World Day against Child Labour were held, this year also, on
12" June by the National Child Protection Authority in Colombo.

In order to enhance social awareness of child protection, a walk was organized with the
participation of around 1000 children studying at 16 Schools in Colombo who carried placards
containing awareness raising slogans. A leaflet titled “Let us stop child labour” was distributed
among the public during the walk which was from the Independence Square to Viharamadevi
Park Open Air Theatre through Lipton Circus. In the end of the walk, an awareness programme
on the protection of children was conducted at the Viharamahadevi Open Air Theatre.

In addition to the national celebrations, awareness programmes were conducted at district

level, too.
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World Children’s Day

Marking the World Children’s Day 2012, an awareness programme under the theme “The
Child’s World is for the Child” was conducted at the Hambantota District Secretariat premises

with the participation of school children, parents, teachers and public officers.

During this programme school bags containing school paraphernalia were distributed among
500 children. Among other events was an informative guest lecture, a children’s movie, a

creative therapy programme and a personality development programme.

Counseling Services

Aiming at the enhancement of the mental health of the victims of child abuse and violation of
child rights, the National Child Protection Authority provides counseling services. This role is
played by the Psychosocial Division of the the National Child Protection Authority. It has been
noted that, remarkable improvement of the mentality of the victimized children can be
achieved through these counseling programmes. These programmes have proved to be very
effective in improving the mental condition of the children who become victims of child abuse.
Thus, in the year 2012 alone, the National Child Protection Authority conducted 480
counselling programmes, 42 psychiatric treatment programmes, 52 psychiatric assessments,
and 60 programmes which consist of psycho-social activities.

Dissemination of Information

The National Child Protection Authority provides through audio visual media the information
necessary for the public regarding the protection of children, child abuse and the rights of
children. During the year under review, 340,000 publications in the forms of posters, leaflets,
books and stickers were issued. In addition, news items containing information on ways of
minimizing child abuse have been issued to the media. The bilingual documentary video
programme on protecting children, “Sinahapuramu Api” was produced in Sinhala and Tamil
languages. Furthermore, information on protecting children was provided to the public going to
their doorstep by organizing mobile exhibition stalls. Some steps were also taken to impart
information on protecting children to the public through standard reporting by means of

conducting awareness raising programmes for media professionals.
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Legal Interventions

Responding to the complaints received through 1929 helpline and other means, the National
Child Protection Authority has provided legal support co-ordinating the relevant parties and the
relevant institutes. It has also taken legal action as required in the case of instances of violation
of the rights and the protection of children. Moreover, the Authority has also contributed in
producing required documents to courts of law in order to obtain the foster parents’ protection

for children who became victims of tsunami and handling complaints for summary trials.

Apart from that, the National Child Protection Authority also appears before the court on
behalf of victimized children and prepares answers, and other legal documents to be produced
before courts in terms of the following acts:

» National Child Protection Authority Act No.50 of 1998

» Tsunami (Special Provisions) Act No 16. of 2005

> Prevention of Domestic Violence Act No.34 of 2005

During year 2012, the Legal Division of the National Child Protection Authority has been able
to conduct 52 programmes to raise awareness on child abuse and rights of children, provide

legal advice for 1697 persons, and prepare 157 reports to be produced before courts of law.

“Surakna” Foster Care Programmes for Northern Province Children

Preventing the children who lost their parents in the war from institutionalizing in children’s
homes, Surakna Foster Care Programme has been implemented as a foster parent scheme,
providing them with the opportunity of living in a family environment with the protection of

foster parents.

Accordingly, 88 children selected from the Mannar District, 50 children from the Killinochchi
District and 53 children from the Mullativu District have been given patronage by the way of

finance since year 2011.

“Diridaru Surekum Piyasa” Resource Centres

These centres have been established with the key objective of providing protection to children
whose parents have migrated for employment or employed during the day. Apart from mere
protection, these centres also conduct activities for personality development for the children,

and to provide entertainment as welll.

These Centres have been established in the following areas:
1. ‘Islamabad Tsunami Housing Scheme’ in Kalmunai at Ampara District.
2. In Kimbulwanaoya Colony in Ibbagamuwa Divisional Secretary’s Division in the

Kurunegala District (for the children whose parent/s have migrated for employment).
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3. InVijayapura in Anuradhapura District.
4. In Thabbowa Buddhi fishing village in the Puttalam District.

Child Focus Group Centers

Co-ordinating the government and non-governmental organizations in districts which work for
the protection of children and providing counseling for children are the main roles of these
centres. The NCPA commenced the programme of establishing Child-centered Centres at
District Secretariats with the establishment of the inaugural centre at Vavuniya District
Secretariat in year 2009.

Another Centre was established in the Mullativu District in year 2012, and by now Child-
centered Centres have been established in Vavuniya, Kilinochchi, Hambantota and Mannar

Districts.

Tsunami Foster Care Programme

In terms of Tsunami (Special Provisions) Act No.16 of 2005, protection is provided to every
child below 18 years, and every youth below 21 years who have lost both parents due to the
tsunami disaster, and to every child and youth who have lost one of their parents, but the living

parent is not capable of protecting and looking after them.

Subjected to the absolute guardianship of the court, the NCPA acts as the guardian of every
child who has lost both parents, and of every child who has been kept under the protection of
foster parents. During 2012, such activities were conducted facilitating 202 children who were

victims of the tsunami disaster.
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Video Recording of Evidence
In terms of Evidence (Special Provisions) Act No.32 of 1999, the National Child Protection
Authority video record, and produce before court the evidence of a victimized child. Thus, in

year 2012, 88 video recordings of evidence were made.

DNA testing of child abuse cases
On requests made to the National Child Protection Authority by the police stations, and orders
issued by the island wide courts, the Authority provides financial assistance to conduct DNA

tests to establish the identity of the suspects.

Complaints about Instances of Child Abuse

The National Child Protection Authority receives complaints about child abuse in
miscellaneous ways. A large number of complaints are received on 1929 child line service, and
complaints are also made orally by being present at the National Child Protection Authority,
while written complaints, too, are received in the form of letters. All these complaints are
sorted out based on the nature of the complaint, and are dealt with immediate effect.
Sometimes, in certain occasions complaints are inaccurate, and also there are complaints

proved to be false at the preliminary investigation itself.

Special Police Investigations
The Police Investigations Unit affiliated to the Authority was established in the year 2012 so as
to take immediate and independent action regarding the cases of child abuse. There, the
officers of the Special Police Investigations Unit also co-operate in video recording the
evidence of the children who have become victims of abuse. In the year 2012 alone the Special
Police Investigations Unit received 252 complaints /information of which the analysis is as
follows:

Accounting Deficiencies

The foilowing observations are made.

(a) A separate Fund Account had not been established for the receipts and payments
of the National Child Protection Fund, and those had been brought to account
under the statement of financial performance of the Authority.

()  Two motor vehicles valued at Rs.17,450,000 received by the Authority in the year
2011 had been brought togaccount in the year 2012 without being brought to
account in the year 2011. The annual depreciation of the motor vehicies for the
year 2011 amounting to Rs.1,745,000 had been understated. As such the
accumulated provision for depreciation had been understated by that amount.

{(¢)  Eventhough a sum of Rs.50,025 had been paid as employees gratuity to an officer
in the year under review, that amount had not been transferred from the
employees gratuity investments 10 the cash book.

(d)  Even though assets under 02 Projects costing Rs.2,510,672 had been depreciated
100 per cent action had not been taken to revalue and account for them though
they are being used.

Cut of the advances graited 10 the officers of the
Authoritv. 2 sum of Rs$.4.292.914 had not been
settied by 31 December 2012, One hundred and
niné instances of advancss exceeding Rs.20,000 up

were observed. The Chairperson had. by letter of
29 October 2013 informal that it takes a long time
for the seulemenmt of the balances through the
District Secretariats.

According to the financial statements presented. the operations of the Authority for the
year under review had resulted in a deficit of Rs.11,428.602 as against the surplus of

As compared with the preceding year, a

deterioration of Rs.18.253.279 in the financial results was observed. The main reasons
for the deterioration had been the decrease of Rs.4..810,000 received in the year under
review from the Treasury for the formulation and implementation of the National Plans,
the decrease of Rs.9,794.019 in the receipts from the other agencies and the increase of
Rs.7,093.319 in the payment of personai emoluments.
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Analytical Financial Review

According to the financial statements presented, the value of net assets amounted to
Rs.112,277,411 and that as compared with the net assets of the preceding year amounting
1o Rs.84,321,565 indicated an increase of Rs.27,955,86 or 24 per cent. The working
capital for the year under review amounted to Rs.|15,548,563 and that as compared with
the working capital of the preceding year amounting to Rs.12,608,539 indicated an
increase of Rs.2,940,024 or 23 per cent.

Operating Review

Performance

The number of complaints received by the Authority in the year under review and the
performance relating (o the regulation of those had been as follows.

(a) Out of the 2,549 complaints received in the year under review by the Legal
Division of the Authority, the regulation work of only 76 complaints had been
completed while the regulation work of 2,473 complaints was in progress.

(1) A sum of Rs.1,638.000 had been ullocated for the conduct of awareness
programmes on the Children’s Day/ Women's Day, and 49 programmes
had been conducted at a cost of Rs. 1,738,000,

(b) A sum of Rs.435.000%ad been allocated for updating the Video Filming Unit and
a sum of Rs 216,000 had been spent for conducting 02 workshops and purchase
ot equipment for that Unit.

A land had been selccted for the establishment of a “Sureki Pivasa™ Children's Centre in
the Anuradhapurs District. A sum of Rs.258,018 had been sent to the Medawachchiya
Divisional Secretary for constructing the boundary fence without securing the transfer of
the land. Even though that land could not be used for the purpose due 10 a land dispute,
action had not been taken, for the recovery of the money sent for the construction of the
fence.

Underutifization of Funds

The sum of Rs.2,222,000 paid in the vear 2011 to the Building Material Corporation for
the construction of the boundary wall of the Authority had been recovered from that
institution and deposited in the Child Protection Fund Account,
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Objectives not Adeguately Achieved

The Committee on Public Enterprises had, at the meeting held on 06 January 2009,
directed the Authority to complete the formulation of the National Policy on the
Prevention of Child Abuse, in accordance with the objects set out in Section 14 of the
National Child Protection Act. “The National Policy on the Protection of the Children
from all kinds of Abuse, Harm and Exploitation” had not been formulated and presented
to the Cabinet of Ministers even by 31 December 2012.
