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Introduction

The United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child was adopted as a universal declaration on
20 the November 1989 as a result of the collaboration of many different organizations and states
with the objective of protecting the rights of the child. This Convention comprises of 54 clauses
which affirm the rights which are universally entitled to every child regardless of any difference and
further analyses the binding nature of these rights upon the state. Upon analysis of the prevalent
social environment pertaining to child rights, it was evident that the use of child labor for armed
conflicts, child trafficking, child prostitution and use of children in pornographic films and other
publications had become widespread phenomena that affect child development at length. In response
to these realities, it was declared that conscripting children to armed conflicts amounts to international
crime and prevention of the use of child labor in armed conflicts and prevention of child trafficking,
prostitution and the use of children in pornographic films were incorporated into the Convention as

optional protocols in year 2000.

With these new trends influencing the world, Sri Lanka too ratified the United Nations Convention
on the Rights of the Child in year 1991. Accordingly, a Presidential Taskforce on Child Protection
was appointed in year 1996 with a view to recommending measures required for the protection of
child rights in Sri Lanka. After investigations, this body recommended the establishment of a government
institution with authority to implement measures to reduce the child abuse. Thus, the National Child
Protection Authority was established under the National Child Protection Authority Act no. 50 of
1998. From its very inception to the present, the National Child Protection Authority has been
committed to implementing actions that prevent child abuse, taking suitable and necessary action
against child abuse and making necessary arrangements to reintegrate victims of child abuse back

into the society.

While the National Child Protection Authority is empowered by the National Child Protection Authority
Actno. 50 of 1998 to take action necessary for the protection of the children of the nation, further
powers have been vested in the Authority through the Tsunami (Special Provisions) Actno. 16 of
2005 to act in welfare of children victimized by the tsunami disaster which struck the island on 26
December 2004. Furthermore, Prevention of Domestic Violence Act no. 34 of 2005 enables the

involvement of the Authority as a third party in the event of a child being subject to domestic violence.

On 22 July 2010, the 24 hour Child line ‘1929’ was established in the National Child Protection
Authority premises with the objective of ensuring the best interest of children and recording cases of

child abuse in an expeditious and systematic manner. With the establishment of this Helpline, acts of
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child abuse which were hidden in society began to be reported. By now, incidents of child abuse are
reported to the Helpline from all Districts of Sri Lanka. Counseling services too can be obtained

through this Helpline. Today, it is a popular helpline that works closely with the general public.

Functions of the National Child Protection Authority

e Advise the Government in the formulation of a national policy on the prevention of child abuse

and the protection and treatment of children who are victims of such abuse.
e Advise the Government on measures for the prevention of child abuse.
e Advise the Government on measures for the protection of the victims of such abuse.

e Create an awareness, of the right of a child to be protected from abuse and the methods of

preventing child abuse.

e Consult the relevant ministries, Provincial Councils, local authorities, District and Divisional
Secretaries, public and private sector organizations and recommend all such measures as are
necessary, for the purpose of preventing child abuse and for protecting and safeguarding the

interests of the victims of such abuse.

e Recommend legal, administrative or other reforms required for the effective implementation of

the national policy for the prevention of child abuse.
e Monitor the implementation of laws relating to all forms of child abuse.
e Monitor the progress of all investigations and criminal proceedings relating to child abuse.

e Recommend measures to address the humanitarian concerns relating to children affected by
armed conflict and the protection of such children, including measures for their mental and

physical well-being and their re-integration into society.

o Take appropriate steps where necessary for securing the safety and protection of children

involved in criminal investigations and criminal proceedings.

e Receive complaints from the public relating to child abuse and where necessary, to refer such

complaints to the appropriate authorities.

e Adviseand assist Provincial Councils and local authorities, and nongovernmental organizations

to co-ordinate campaigns against child abuse.

e Prepare and maintain a national data base on child abuse.
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o  Consultation with the relevant ministries and other authorities to supervise and monitor all religious

and charitable institutions which provide child care services to children.
e Conduct, promote and co-ordinate, research in relation to child abuse and child protection.

e Provide information and education to the public regarding the safety of children and the protection

of the interests of children.

o Engage in dialogue with all sections connected with tourism with a view to minimizing the

opportunities for child abuse.
e Organize and facilitate, workshops, seminars and discussions, relating to child abuse.

 Liaise and exchange information with foreign Governments and international organizations, with

respect to detection and prevention of all forms of child abuse.

The National Child Protection Authority Act No.50 of 1998 stipulates that receiving complaints
from the public related to instances of child abuse is a role of the National Child Protection Authority.
Sri Lanka (NCPA) Child line, which was established at Sri Lanka NCPA in year 2010 with a view
to facilitating the effective and efficient fulfillment of this role, functions as the foremost mechanism of
the Authority for receiving complaints related to incidents of child abuse and responding to them
promptly. This line which functions in all the three languages, Sinhala, Tamil and English all 24 hours

ofthe day can be accessed free of charge through any mobile or fixed telephone connection.

Not only any child, even an adult can access this child line to provide information. This Child line has
obtained the life membership of Child Helpline International, too, and is functioning with the objective
of responding efficiently and effectively in a child friendly approach to incidents of abuse which the
children may be subject to. Presently complaints are being received from children, parents and other
members of community covering all parts of the country. As a result, even certain hidden cases of

child abuse have been brought to light.

Moreover, together with the establishment of “1929” helpline, the Department of Police, on request
of the NCPA, has implemented a unique mechanism to expeditiously investigate into the complaints
received by this child line. On the request of the NCPA and with the intervention of the present
Inspector General of Police who was a member of the then Board of Directors of the Authority, the
Department of Police issued an internal circular to all the police stations in the country giving instructions
on how to take action with regarding complaints received by the “1929” child helpline. Instructions
have been issued through this circular stipulating that investigations into any complaint received by
the “1929” child line and referred to the relevant police station by the NCPA should be initiated
immediately and a progress report regarding the same should be sent to the NCPA within a period of
48 hours.

The NCPA also takes measures to provide the victimized children with necessary counseling, to
send them to school, to integrate victimized children into society, to provide necessary support with
regard to risk management and to provide legal advice and such other support as required. NCPA
has paid particular attention towards providing the victimized children with psycho-social support
especially including necessary counseling. Measures are in place to provide the necessary psycho-
social support to victimized children through the District Psycho-social Officers deployed island-
wide. Further, the necessary co-ordination for the recovery of the victimized children in order to
ensure their protection is provided by the District Child Protection Officers. The Child Protection

Authority carries out follow up activities including the monitoring of the implementation of the law
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with regard to these complaints. The Unit which was upgraded using latest technology in year 2014
was completed with the support extended by Sri Lanka Telecom and Mobitel. The number of
complaints received by the Central Archives of the NCPA in year 2014 is 10315.

School Child Protection Committees (SCPC)

National Child Protection Authority identified the school as a place that can effect a change with
regard to the protection of children and has launched a programme to establish School Child Protection
Committees called “Surekum Pawwa” at all schools island-wide in collaboration with the Ministry of
Education. This programme was initiated with a view to achieving the objectives of preventing all
forms child abuse within as well as outside the schools, creating a child-friendly learning environment
at schools, always protecting children from all forms of abuse, and creating a generation with strong
personality. Circular No. 17 of 2011 of the Ministry of Education was issued giving instructions for
the establishment of this programme which is a strategic approach for ensuring the protection of

children through close co-ordination between teachers, pupils and parents.

A special activity included in the School Child Protection Committee Programme is the establishment
of'abox called “happy and sad box™ at schools for pupils to express and exchange their experiences
of happiness and sadness through notes which are put in the ‘happy and sad box’. Under this
programme 405 ‘smiles and tears’ boxes were provided to schools in Colombo, Gampaha, Kaluthara,
Galle, Hambantota, Kandy, NuwaraEliya, Matale, Anuradhapura, Kegalle, Kurunegala, Trincomalee,
Ampara, Monaragala, Vavuniya,Jaffna, Killinochchi and Mullaitivu districts in 2014. The programme
is currently implemented with the coordination of the District and Divisional officers of the National

Child Protection Authority.

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Educating the Members of Civil Organizations

National Child Protection Authority has also implemented an island-wide programme to educate the
members of civil organizations and the estate community at village level in order to enlighten the
community on their responsibility in making the younger generation safe from all forms of abuse and
to develop their knowledge, attitudes and skills. Under this programme, the members of civil
organizations like Samurdhi Associations, women’s societies, funeral aid societies, welfare societies,
and village development societies, etc. which are functioning at village level in each district, and the
estate sector communities are educated. In year 2014, this programme took on a new role as the
Angel Network in Sri Lanka (Child Protection Advocacy Network) in order to empower and network
those who are involved in activities to prevent child abuse at village level. The prime objective of this
programme is to create a safe environment for children at village level and in estate areas minimizing
all forms child abuse taking place in those areas.

During year 2014, programmes to educate members of civil societies and communities in estate
areas were conducted covering all parts of the country. The number of beneficiaries of those
programmes was 21,238.

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Developing the skills of health professionals

The National Child Protection Authority conducts skill development programmes with a view to
developing the skills of the health professionals and the ancillary workers of the health sector. These
programmes are implemented in order to equip health professionals with knowledge and skills on
different fields related to child protection and produce professionals who are sensitive to matters
related to child protection. They require proper knowledge, skills and attitudes so that they can act
effectively regarding cases of child abuse and imminent cases of child abuse. They further require
guidance on how to coordinate with relevant stakeholder in order to resolve such matters. On the
other hand, a stronger relationship between health workers and the National Child Protection Authority
would be highly instrumental in minimizing child abuse. Accordingly awareness programmes conducted
for health professionals including the doctors who are doing the postgraduate degree at the Post-
graduate Institute of Medicine, nurses, Family Health Services Officers, and Public Health Inspectors

covered 208 beneficiaries in year 2014.

Educating Teacher Trainees of the National Colleges of Education

The main objective of the programme to educate teacher trainees of the National Colleges of Education
on the protection of children is to create a generation of teachers who are more sensitive to and conscious
of children through the enhancement of knowledge and skills of the teacher trainers of National Colleges
of Education whose expectation is to join the profession of teaching. Through this programme, it is
expected to guide them on how to protect children from all forms of abuse and to more effectively
manage incidents of child abuse by identifying in advance the children who face the risk of abuse and
informing the relevant parties about such children. In year 2014 action was taken to carry out 11
awareness programmes among teacher trainees of the National Colleges of Education covering a total
of 2571 beneficiaries.

Educating Pregnant Mothers

The objective of this programme is to raise awareness among mothers on the importance of protecting
children from the prenatal stage itself, creating a child-friendly home environment for children and
protecting children from all forms of abuse. Awareness programmes are also conducted on child
development, appreciation of music, and stress management of pregnant mothers. This awareness
programme is implemented island-wide with the participation of pregnant mothers who attend the local
clinics operated under MOH offices and of the Family Health Officers, too. Accordingly, 104

programmes were conducted covering all districts to educate pregnant mothers during year 2014.

Children’s Home monitoring Programmes

It is essential that all institutions which provide childcare facilities are maintained in proper standards
and in a child-friendly manner and that maximum well-being of the children are ensured in such institutes.
However, during the recent past, the National Child Protection Authority discovered that there is a
gravely problematic situation with regard to the protection of the children living in such institutes. Although
resorting to institutionalize a child should be done only when there is no other alternative, the situation in
Sri Lanka is that a large number of children have been institutionalized despite that both of their parents
are living. This is really a problematic situation. In terms of Article 25 of the Convention on the Rights of
the Child, too, after a child has been institutionalized, there should be constant supervision regarding the
provision of care and protection for the child and of the relevant institute and the child. Hence, the
National Child Protection Authority implements programmes to monitor and regulate the institutions
which provide childcare facilities maintained by religious or charitable organizations in order to ensure
the best interest of the institutionalized children in terms of Clause 14(n) of the National Child Protection
Authority Act No. 50 of 1998.
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This programme was implemented under the co-ordination of District Officers and Divisional Officers
of the National Child Protection Authority. Under this programme, information related to all the
children’s homes maintained by religious and charitable organizations all over the country was collected
and a comprehensive supervision on a wide range of areas including physical and mental health of the
children, their sanitation, education and protection etc. was carried out by a multi-sector committee
who are engaged in various fields related to the protection of children. In addition, psycho-social
activities were conducted for the children under this programme and they were also provided with
the opportunity of expressing their views freely. The objective of this programme was to provide
necessary guidance for ensuring the well-being of children who are under the protection of institutions
as per accepted standards. 246 children’s homes covering the following districts were supervised

during year 2014.

A programme to provide financial aid for the improvement of educational, health, nutritional and
psychosocial wellbeing of children who were handed over to their guardians after being residents of
children’s homes is being implemented since year 2013. Through minimizing financial difficulties faced
by the guardians of these children, it is expected to diminish various issues and difficulties faced by
them and strengthen their life with their guardian so as to prevent them from being institutionalized
again. During year 2014, it was possible to provide financial assistance to 38 children under this

Implementing Rehabilitation and Welfare Programmes for Child Victims of

Tsunami

In terms of Tsunami (Special Provisions) Act No.16 of 2005, protection is provided to every child
below 18 years and every youth below 21 years who have lost parents and to every child and youth
who have lost one of their parents and the living parent is not capable of protecting and looking after

them consequent to the tsunami disaster of 26™ December 2004.

Moreover, subject to the absolute guardianship of the court, the National Child Protection Authority
acts as the guardian of every child who has lost both parents, and of every child who has been kept
under the protection of foster parents. Accordingly, welfare activities, follow-up action and foster
parent protection are provided to the children who became victims of tsunami. Furthermore, the
Authority carries out a programme to provide financial bursaries to these children as a welfare measure
to support them. In year 2014, the National Child Protection Authority has taken action to provide

welfare measure to 224 child victims of the tsunami.

Surakna Foster Care Programme

Surakna Foster Care Programme has been implemented as a foster care scheme to provide the children
who have lost their beloved parents due to the three-decade long war and were facing the risk of being
handed over to children’s homes with the opportunity of living in a family environment with the protection

of foster parents having been saved from being institutionalized.

By year 2014, there were 189 schoolchildren living in foster care under the “Surakna” foster care
programme in Killinochchi, Mullaitivu and Mannar districts of the Northern Province under the supervision
of the National Child Protection Authority.
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National Day on Violence against Children

Gazette extraordinary No.1581/21 of 26 December 2008 of the Democratic Socialist Republic of
Sri Lanka was issued by the then Minister of Child Development and Women’s Affairs, Hon. (Mrs.)
Sumedha G. Jayasena, declaring Jauary 04" of every year as the National Day on Violence against
Children.

The National Day on Violence against Children was commemorated in year 2014 by the National
Child Protection Authority under the theme, ‘a smile with compassion’. It comprised of a walk and
an awareness programme. The walk took place from the Independence Square to the New Theatre
of the Royal College, Colombo. Over 1500 students participated in the walk. After the walk, the
national commemoration and awareness programme on the National Day on Violence against Children
was held at the New Theatre of the Royal College, Colombo.

World Day against Child Labour

The World Day against Child Labour falls on 12 June. This year too, the World Day against Child
Labour was commemorated by the National Child Protection Authority covering all Divisional Secretariats
of'the island under theme ‘ An End to Child Labour”. A week long programme to distribute leaflets and
raise awareness too was implemented. Total number of persons educated through this programme

exceeds 1 million.

Commemorating the
day, a special session of the Sri Lanka Youth Parliament was held on 11-10-2014 at the Youth Service
Council of Maharagama from 8.00 a.m. to 1.00p.m. under the headship of First Lady Mrs.
Shiranthi Wickremasinghe Rajapaksa under the theme “The Identity of the Girl Child and her Challenges’.
About 300 schoolchildren participated in this event which was planned in collaboration with the Ministry
of Child Development and Women’s A ffairs.
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Providing Information

The National Child Protection Authority provides information necessary for the public with regard to
the protection of children, child abuse and the rights of children. Information is provided through
posters, leaflets, books, stickers printed publications and pictorial documentaries as required. During
year 2014, the National Child Protection Authority distributed 212,481 publications on child protection

among the public.

Disseminating information related to child protection through media

The National Child Protection Authority takes action to promote information related to ensuring child
protection in the country among the public by coordinating with media institutions. For this purpose,
assistance is sought both from print and electronic media. Under this, action is taken to issue news
releases on child protection, hold press conferences on related subject matters, broadcast advertisements
through television and radio and publish newspaper advertisements. Furthermore, resource contributions

are made for television and radio programmes when required.

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Holding Exhibitions and Conducting Mobile Services

For educational exhibitions organized by various organizations, the National Child Protection Authority,
on request of such organizations, provides educational exhibition stalls for raising awareness on child
protection. Apart from that, the National Child Protection Authority also makes its contribution for the
mobile services that are conducted at regional level. The National Child Protection Authority implemented

measures to educate the public by making its contribution in holding a number of educational exhibitions

including ‘Deyata Kirula’ national Development exhibition that was held in the Ampara District in year
2014.

‘Labendi’ Newsletter

The National Child Protection Authority quarterly publishes its

official newsletter named ‘Labendi’ which is produced under the
theme ‘more than just a newsletter’. This is published in a novel
form that is different from a traditional newsletter. The prime
objective of publishing this newsletter is to educate all of the
community on the protection of children specially focusing teachers,

parents and children. ‘Labendi’ newsletter is produced selecting a

theme that is currently important. In year 2014, this newsletter

was published under the theme of ‘Let us prevent child abuse that ‘ : g - ' : :

occurs through the internet’. TSR SR
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Psycho-social Programmes

A large number of programmes, training sessions, workshops, discussions, meetings and projects of
various types were launched by the Psycho-social Division of the National Child Protection Authority
during year 2014 for the maximum well-being of the children of the nation. Action taken in 2014

include:

160 instances of preparing children to give video evidence, 2182 referrals and follow-ups to District
and Regional Officers, 96 instances of providing counseling, 47 instances of participating in workshops
and programmes, participation in 25 meetings, carrying out 25 awareness programmes, 17 instances
of providing psychosocial interventions to children referred by the Police Unit, participation in 04
progress review meetings, carrying out 27 training programmes for District and Divisional officers
and 73 referrals made by District and Divisional officers. In addition, special interventions made
during the year are the 392 psychosocial interventions made for the 98 children in the SurekiPiyasa
and the 18 day psychosocial intervention carried out by 04 officers for the benefit of 210 children
affected by the landslide in Badulla.

Recruiting Divisional Child Protection Officers

launching the second stage of recruiting 360 Divisional Child Protection and Psycho-social Officers
for the National Child Protection Authority at divisional secretariat division level, a total of 149
officers including divisional child protection officers, district child protection officers and district
psychosocial officers were recruited to the National Child Protection Authority in year 2014. Measures
were implemented to provide a more efficient service through the deployment of the newly recruited

officers.
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“Diridaru Surekum Piyasa” Resource Centres

DiridaruSurekumPiyasaResouceCentres have been established with the prime objective of providing
protection to the children who become unsafe especially due to reasons like migration of parents for
employment and both parents going out to work. Activities like conducting awareness programmes
on preventing child abuse and taking safety measures for children, psycho-social activities, personality
development programmes, activities for enhancing children’s aesthetic skills and appreciation, and

programmes based on examination activities are also implemented by these centres.

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Child Focused Group Centers

These Centers which focus on children, facilitate the coordination between the government and non
government organizations that promote child protection and provide counseling services to children.
These Centers are established in the District Secretariat premises. The first Child Focused Center
was established by the National Child Protection Authority in the Vavuniya District Secretariat premises

in 2009, marking the beginning of a new programme to establish Child Focused Centers.

By now, Child Focused Centers have been established in Mullaitivu, Vavuniya, Kilinochchi,

Hambantota and Mannar Districts.

Sureki Piyasa Child Protection Centre

The National Child Protection Authority maintains a separate centre to provide protection for victimized
children with the objective of ensuring the maximum safety of such children in terms of Sections
14(e) and (j) of the National Child Protection Authority Act No.50 of 1998. At this centre, the
foundation necessary for integrating children with strong personality into society is created by ensuring
the protection of victimized children, protecting their rights to the maximum, providing them with
psycho-social support, and by developing a healthy mentality. During year 2014, SurekiPiyasa has
provided protection to 98 children. Further, the Psychosocial Unit of the National Child Protection
Authority especially takes measures to look into the educational needs of the victimized children in

this centre and takes necessary action accordingly.

Investigations by the Special Police unit of NCPA

The core responsibilities assigned to the National Child Protection Authority by Act no. 50 of 1998
include the formulation of a national policy to prevent child abuse, protect and redress victims of

child abuse and the regulation of action taken against all forms of child abuse.

Certain complaints of child abuse received by the National Child Protection Authority required that
action be taken by the National Child Protection Authority itself. With the demand for such action
from the National Child Protection Authority increasing day by day, there was a pressing need to
establish a special investigation unit of the Police within the National Child Protection Authority.
Accordingly, in consideration of the ever increasing number of child abuse complaints and the need
to carry out impartial and hindrance-free investigations into those complaints, a special police

investigation unit was established within the National Child Protection Authority in year 2002.
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The Special Police Investigation Unit of the National Child Protection Authority, which initially had
two officers attached to it, now has 34 officers attached to it. The Unite comes under the direct

supervision of the Director of the Children and Women Bureau of Sri Lanka Police.

Through the establishment of a Special Investigations Unit of the Police at the National Child Protection
Authority, it is expected to accept complaints from the public and launch and carry out investigations
with the close supervision of the Authority under special circumstances as per provisions of Section
33 and 14 of the National Child Protection Authority Act.

Accordingly, this Special Investigations Unit of the Police takes action to investigate child abuse
cases which have caused great agitation in the country, take suspects into custody and file cases
against them. Such investigations have been carried out against local and foreign offenders and action
has been taken even to appear before courts of law in foreign countries to provide evidence in

relation to cases.

Impressed by the investigative and judicial processes carried out by the Police Special Investigations
Unit of the National Child Protection Authority, the Minister of Justice, Legal Reforms and National
Integration took action to issue Gazette Extraordinary no. 130/17 of the Democratic Socialist Republic
of Sri Lanka dated 15-08-2003 to demarcate jurisdictions in accordance with the provinces so that
legal action can be taken without difficulty. As a result, there is now the opportunity to report to the

main courts of law of the relevant province and bring suspects before the respective courts of law.

Abuse cases which require to be prioritized out of the cases which are reported to the 1929 child
helpline are currently handled by this Special Investigation Unit while all other cases are referred to
the relevant police stations for immediate action. Such cases are closely monitored during all 24
hours of the day on a daily basis and progress of the investigation is checked within 48 hours of

referring the incident to the relevant police station.

The Legal Unit has trained officers who are specialized in recording video evidence of victimized
children as per Evidence (Special Provisions) Act no. 32 of 1990. These officers carry out video
interviews with respect to various child abuse cases investigated by the Special Police Investigation

Unit of the National Child Protection Authority and other police stations island-wide.

The number of complaints and tips received by the Special Police Investigation Unit in year 2014 is
224. In addition, 5986 complaints were received by the 1929 child helpline during the year 2014.

Accordingly, the Special Police Investigation Unit renders a unique service to prevent child abuse,
serve justice to victimized children and educate children as well as the public regarding the prevention
of child abuse.
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Video Recording of Evidence of the Victims of Child Abuse

There is a special unit functioning at the National Child Protection Authority for video recording the
evidence of the children who become victims of child abuse. In terms of Evidence (Special Provisions)
Act No.32 of 1999, the Authority has been vested with the power to video record and produce
before the court the evidence of a child who become victim of child abuse. 160 video recordings of
evidence were done during year 2014. Furthermore, 45 police officers were trained in year 2014 to

function as the interviewers in the process of obtaining video evidence.

Legal Affairs

The Legal Affairs Division of the Authority implements various activities including taking measures to
ensure the protection of the rights of victimized children in order to protect them in terms of the
National Child Protection Authority Act No.50 of 1998, recommending legal, admninsitrative or
other amendments necessary for preventing child abuse, monitoring the implementation of the laws
related to incidence of child abuse, providng legal advice, and monitoring the progress of all
investigations and affairs of criminal cases related to incidence of child abuse and appearing before
courts of law related to such cases. Power has been vested to the Authority by the following acts in
addition to the National Child Protection Authority Act:

e Tsunami (Special Provisions) Act No.16 0of 2006
e Domestic Violence Prevention Act No.34 of 2005

The Legal Affairs Division of National Child Protection Authority has provided legal advice for 2258
cases during the year. Apart from that, the officers of this Division have appeared before courts on
142 occasions in year 2013. They have also made their contribution in taking part in 40 meetings that

were conducted outside the Authority and in conducting 09 lectures.

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Complaints on Incidents of Child Abuse

The National Child Protection Authority receives complaints about child abuse in a number of ways. A
large number of complaints are received on 1929 child helpline and complaints are also made orally by
being present at the NCPA while written complaints, too, are sent in the form of letters. All these
complaints are sorted out based on the nature of the complaint and are dealt with immediately. The
number of cases of child abuse that were reported during year 2014 was 10,315 and most of those
cases were related to violence against children, which amounted 2160. There were 1470complaints
against not providing compulsory education and 760 complaints against neglect in terms of the Children
and Young Persons Ordinance. 508 complaints of raping of women, 411 complaints of grave sexual

abuse and 522 complaints of sexual harassment were received by the Authority during year 2014.

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Re-activation of the Internet Surveillance Unit

This unit functions for the purpose of preventing child abuse by investigating whether indecent material
are published as per Section 14(e) of the National Child Protection Authority Act no. 50 of 1998 which
refers to taking all required measures to prevent child abuse, and, Section 286(a) of the Penal Code as
mandated to the National Child Protection Authority under Section 40 which refers to the prevention of
all indecent material published involving children. Approximately 2500 persons who attempted to commit

child abuse using the internet were identified. 07 persons were taken into custody in year 2014.
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Building a Temporary Shelter for Abused and Unsafe Children and a
National Level Counseling Center for the Children

Rs. 700 million has been allocated for the prevention of child abuse and abuse of women from the
2014 budget of His Excellency the President. Under this allocation, Rs. 82 million has been reserved
for the construction of this Center. Accordingly, construction work on the Center is already under

way.

Parallel to this programme, work has commenced to build temporary shelters for abused children in

Hambantota and Mullaitivu districts as well.

(1) Comparative values had not been presented withtthe financial statements,
after being retrospectively adjusted the accounting deficiencies amounting to

Rs.481.582 occurred in the preceding year.

(i1) Even though the Balance amounting to Rs.12.8533.550 receivable to the
Authority from the Child Protection Fund as at 31 December of the vyear
under review and the Credit balance amounting to Rs.166,129 in the
UNICEF (1929) Fund should have shown separately in the financial
statement. credit balance had been deducted from the debit balance and
shown in the statement of financial position as-the balance of Rs.12,687.421

(b) Sril.anka Public Sector Accounting Standard 02

The following observations are made.
i When the cash flow statement was prepared. contribution for Employees’

Gratuity amounting to Rs.786.763 in the vear under review which should be

shown as cash flow generated from operating activities had not been shown.
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while the adjustments of preceding years amounting to Rs.360.446 which
should have been adjusted to operating profit had been shown as cash flows

generated from financial activities.

ii..  Bank charges amounting to Rs.6,.236 which should have been shown under
financial activities in the statement of cash flow and the interest received from
distress loan and receipts of other interests amounting to Rs. 235.385 had been

adjusted to the cash flow generated from operating activities.

(¢c)  SriLanka Public Sector Accounting Standard 07

In order to show the fair value of existing assets in the accounts costing
Rs.5.761,084 which had been fully depreciated but still being used. action had not

been taken to revalue and adjusted in the accounts.

Accounting policies
A policy of amortization had not been followed in connection with depreciation of assets

purchased under Government grants and as such even though the value of grants
provided for purchasing assets to the Authority had been a sum of Rs.141 million, the

value of net assets represented thereby had been Rs. 94 million.

Accounting Deficiencies
The following observations are made,

(a) The expenses of repairs amounting to Rs.516.296 had been incurred in the year
under review due to accident of vehicles. Since the Insurance Company had
reimbursed only a sum of Rs.422.644, the amount of Rs.93.652 not reimbursed
had not been identified as a loss or an amount recoverable from the responsible

officers and brought to account.
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(b) Even though it was stated through note 03 to accounts that Authority had prepared
the financial statements on accrual basis. 5 types of accrued expenses totalling
Rs.158.142 and interest of fixed deposits receivable amounting to Rs. 1,660,125

. relating to the year under review had not been brought to account.

(c) A sum of Rs. 105,000 spent to repair buildings had been brought to account as

advances,

(d) Gratuity Contribution amounting to Rs.2,321.227 under-calculated for the
preceding year had not been brought to account as gratuity contribution and

gratuity provision.

2.2.4 Un-reconciliations
Instead of maintaining an account in the name of “Fund™ in the books of the Authority
and an account in the name of “Authority™ in the books of Fund for posting iransaclinns
between the Child Protection Authority and the Child Protection Fund, 04 accounts had
been maintained for that purpose. The balance receivable to the Authority from the Fund
had been overstated by Rs.847,690 and the balance payable to the Fund from the
Authority had been understated by Rs.3.274.249 in the Financial Statements as at 31

December 2014 as transactions between accounts had not been properly posted.

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Financial Review

Financial Resul

According to the financial statements presented, the financial result for the year under
review had been a surplus of Rs. 10,049,724 as against the cun‘espnndiﬁg‘deﬁcil of
Rs.1.302.856 for the preceding vear, thus indicating an improvement of Rs. 11,352,580 in
the financial result for the year under review as compared with the preceding vear. The
increase of recurrent grants by Rs. 82,588,156 over the increase of administrative

expenses by Rs. 66.424.493 had been mainly attributed to this improvement.

Analvtical Financial Review

The net assets valued at Rs.127.431,401 in the year under review according to the
financial statements presented as compared with the net assets of Rs.1 14,474,350 for the
preceding year indicated an increase of Rs.12.957.051 or 1143 per cent. The working
capital in the year under review had been Rs. 29.489.493. As compared with the
corresponding working capital of Rs.12,610,651 for the preceding year thus indicating an
increase of Rs. 16,878,842 or 133.8 per cent. Increase of the balance of unsettled
advances by Rs9,299.821 than the preceding year had attributed to this abnormal

increase of working capital.

Operating Review
Performance

The following observations are made.
(a) The following programmes had not reached the expected targets according to the
Action Plan and the Performance Report of the Authority.

(i) Even though 200 programmes had been planned to conduct by spending
Rs.1.200,000 for making aware the rural civil society, only 125
programmes had been conducted by spending Rs.1,100,000. Even though
Rs.90,000 for 9 Districts had been granted to conduct programmes, action
had not been taken to do so.
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(i)  Even though a sum of Rs. 4.740.000 had been spent for carrving out 03
researches on child protection in the vear under review and in the
preceding year, those research reports had not been utilized for future
prospects of the Authority. Further, a sum of Rs.106.041 had been spent
for publishing advertisement for carrving out 3 new researches in the year
under review. that expense had become uneconomic due to the decision

taken to get such research work done through another Institutions.

(b) As a formal arrangement was not made available for settling various complaints
received by the Authority on children, 23,963 complaints received from the year 2011
up to the end of the year under review had not been solved. Out of them, 4,507
complaints had lapsed for 03 years, while 4.700 and 6.410 complaints had lapsed for
02 years and for one year respectively. It was also observed that the number of

complaints accumulated annually had rapidly increased.

4.2 Management inefficiencies

The following observations are made.

(a)  Even though it had been decided at a meeting of the Board of Directors held in the
vear under review to legalize the National Child Protection Policy which had not
been legalized at the moment, it had not been implemented even by 31 December
2015 despite it had lapsed for more than 17 vears after the establishment of the Child

Protection Authority.

(b)  Even though it had been decided at the meeting of the Board of Directors held on 24
June 2014%o construct a National Counseling Centre and a Sureki Piyasa Daycare
Centre at Madiwela by spending Rs.80 million provided by the Ministry of Women
and Child Affairs under the Rs. 700 million Programme, that construction work had

not been commenced even by 31 December 2015,
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(¢)  Even though it had been decided at the meeting of the Board of Directors held on 30
April 2014 to forward seeking approval for “Qualifications for taking action with
children Act™ including that a certificate should be obtained from the Child
Protection Authority that all persons work with children are suitable to work with

children, it had not been so done even by 31 December 2013,

(d)  Without taking action to obtain provisions from the Treasury to grant loans for
employees, festival advances and loans for employvees had been granted to the

officers of the Authority continuously using Government recurrent grants.

Weaknesses in Contract Administration

As the amounts received for the implementation of 09 projects in the preceding vears had not
been made use for the relevant purposes a sum of Rs.7.175.628 had been saved at the end of
the year under review. As such, it was observed that the magagement of projects had

remained at a weak level,

Idle and Underutilized Assets

A balance of Rs.30,903 had remained idle in a Bank Current Account since the year 2009,

Staff Administration

Approved cadre of the Authority as at the end of the vear under review had been 522 and
the hetual cadre had been 436. Accordingly 86 vacancies had existed. It was observed
that the financial Management and administrative functions had been carried out without
a proper supervision due to 6 vacancies existed in the executive level and child protection
programmes had not been implemented in Divisional Secretariats due to lack of child

protection officersas 78 vacancies had existed in secondary level.

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5. Accountability and Good Governance
5.1 Presentation of Financial Statements
Even though the Financial Statements should have been presented for audit within 60
y days after the close of financial year in terms of the Public Enterprises Circular No.
PED/12 dated 02 June 2003, the financial statements of the vear under mriew‘had been

presented to audit only on 04 January 2016 afier a delay of 10 months.

5.2 Procurcment Plan

A procurement plan had not been prepared for the vear under review.
